How the stories came about

Gothenburg City Museum asked the interviewees
a range of gquestions about their neighborhoods,
favorite places, how they move around the city,
what makes a ‘Gothenburger’ and whether there
IS anything that is typically ‘Gothenburg’. These
questions broached everyday life, commitments
and future dreams. They touched on the spirit

of Gothenburg and even the current feelings in
soclety at large. Topics that came up were the
traffic, politics, segregation, and the importance
of being social. Together all the interviews and
quotes create a larger story about the city of
Gothenburg. The interviews are saved in their
entirety, but we have also made summaries of
all 100 interviews, which you can browse through
here on the right.

Each person is presented as they were at the

time of the interview. Since then, life has moved
on and everyday life has changed. Perhaps the
people have moved, got new jobs, lost teeth,
found love, separated, had a child or lost a relative.
A lot has also happened Iin the outside world.
World events such as the Corona pandemic and
Russia’s invasion of Ukraine had not yet happened
when the interviews were conducted. Gothenburg
Stories Is a contemporary collection, that in part
shows the things people have iIn common, anad
also reminds us of how quickly things change.

The photographer’'s work

Stefan Edetoft asked the interviewees if they had
a place where they would like to be portrayed.
Together they found outdoor environments or
iInteriors that captured their personalities. Stefan
visited all parts of the city during 2019 and 2020
to photograph the citizens of Gothenburg and
thereby add another dimension to the stories.
Some did not want or could not be photographed.
Instead, Stefan had them reflected in symbolic
environmental images.
