De yngsta uppfattar framst sin direkta narhet av lek-
platser, parker och bostadsomraden — en tillrackligt stor varld
dar andra stadsdelar kanns langt borta. »Jag gillar Goteborg
som det ar« sager en 8-aring som tycker om att leka med
kompisar, rora pa sig och spela dataspel. Nagot han har
gemensamt med flera av barnen, som berattar att de garna
spelar fotboll, musik eller teater och tycker om att leka utom-
hus | skog och natur.

Barnen delar ocksa med sig av filosofiska tankar. Det kan

vara om svarta hal | rymden, dar »en annan evolution« kanske
finns. Eller att vi alla tvingas bara gasmasker | framtiden om vi
fortsatter att fororena miljon. Ett barn sager klokt och hopp-
fullt: »Om jag tanker efter sa har det inte hant nagot speciellt
for mig. Jag ar 10 ar sa den spannande saken kan komma
nar som helst.«

Children’'s Gothenburg

Approximately 10 percent of the interviewees are children

aged between 6 and 12. Based on their maturity, they see their
lives in Gothenburg with varied perspectives. The youngest focus
mainly on the playgrounds, parks and residential areas close to
them — their worlds are big enough so that other parts of

the city feel far away. »l like Gothenburg the way it is« says

an 8-year-old who enjoys hanging out with friends, computer
games and playing outside. Something he has in common with
several of the other children, who tell us that they like to play
football, music or theater and enjoy playing outdoors in the
woods and In nature.

The children also share philosophical thoughts. Sometimes
these are about black holes in space, where »another evolution«
might exist. Or that we will all be forced to wear gas masks in
the future If we continue to pollute the environment. A child
says wisely and hopefully: »If | think about it, nothing special
has happened to me. I'm 10 years old so the exciting thing
could come at any time .«
