Gothenburg in change

The interviewees' stories span 100 years from 1920 to 2020. A lot

has happened during that time. Until the 1980s, Gothenburg was
primarily associated with the port, shipyards, shipping, and industries
such as Volvo and SKF. This affected the placement of residential
areas and how roads and bridges were designed, especially on the
Island of Hisingen. The older generation remember that time and
how It shaped everyday life. »I' here were jobs for everyone« says

a retired marine engineetr.

Today the focus has shifted and Gothenburg is associated more

with education, technological development and events. The ship-
yards are closed and Hisingen's riverside has been transformed into
modern residential areas, which includes the skyscraper Karlatornet.
Sports and culture have grown, and even the arenas are larger. The
new and ongoing infrastructure projects, for example the construction
of West Link rail tunnel, arouse both anger and hope for the future.
The older generation compare Gothenburg to how it used to be, while
the younger generation seem more positive about the development of
the city. A rapidly growing population, housing shortages and increased
crime are other challenges the citizens of Gothenburg talk about.
